The face of a woman smiles on
one side of my sculpture; that of

a frowning man shows when the
piece is turned over. Their shapes
complement each other so that the
space around one is the reverse of
the other.

In this work | was thinking of the
classical masks of comedy and
tragedy, and how in performance
the contrast of opposite elements
makes for the expression of feeling.
